RELIGION: I obey-therefore I'm accepted.

RELIGION: I obey God in order to get things from God.
THE GOSPEL: I obey God out of love to resemble Him.

RELIGION: When circumstances in my life go wrong, I am angry at God or my self, since I believe, like
Job’s friends that anyone who is good deserves a comfortable life.

THE GOSPEL: When circumstances in my life go wrong, I struggle but I know all my punishment fell on
Jesus and that while he may allow this for my training, he will exercise his Fatherly love within my trial.

RELIGION: When I am criticized I am furious or devastated because it is critical that I think of myself as
a ‘good person’. Threats to that self-image must be destroyed at all costs.

THE GOSPEL: When I am criticized I struggle, but it is not critical for me to think of myself as a ‘good
person.” My identity is not built on my record or my performance but on God’s love for me in Christ. I can
take criticism.

RELIGION: My prayer life consists largely of petition and it only heats up when I am in a time of need.
My main purpose in prayer is control of the environment.

THE GOSPEL: My prayer life consists of generous stretches of praise and adoration. My main purpose is
fellowship with Him.

RELIGION: My self-view swings between two poles. If and when I am living up to my standards, I feel
confident, but then I am prone to be proud and unsympathetic to failing people. If and when I am not
living up to standards, I feel insecure and inadequate. I'm not confident. I feel like a failure.

I never dreamed of serving “on the field!” Until last June, the Turkana were not even a blip
on my heart’s radar. As one of the most-quoted passages of the Scriptures proclaims, though,
“The heart of man plans his way, but the Lord establishes his steps” (Proverbs 16:9). I can
testify that God’s Word proves true, yet again (Psalm 18:30)! Last summer, I planned to get
away for 10 weeks and to take refuge in Him with no distractions. I planned to whole-
heartedly serve the Turkana and temporarily aid the missionaries who labor in their districts
day after day, month after month, and year after year. I planned to get a small taste of
“missionary life.”

To my surprise and utter delight, for CHRIST is my Delight, GOD had other plans! He has
prepared a place for me in KENYA!

When I recognized His pull and submitted myself to it, I started making plans to go back.
Again, God gently reminded me that we are blessed when we do things His way. I have had
an amazing (not easy, mind you-— it is painful to crumple my plans) and beautiful year of
trusting and obeying and submitting myself to the will of God. He has blessed me richly and
taught me so much about Himself and about how He leads His people. In hindsight, I am so
happy that I didn’t miss out on traveling with Him.

At this moment, I am preparing to go BACK to Kenya! I have sought the counsel of my
pastor and elders and of other mature godly men and women. I have recently finished the
application and interview process and have been accepted as a missionary for Pioneers,
whose mission is to mobilize teams to glorify God among unreached peoples by initiating
church-planting movements in partnership with local churches. I will arrive in Orlando for a
week of Pre-Field Training on February 28th. I am humbled and happy that Trinity will
send me with their confidence, blessing, and support. I will return to Nairobi, Kenya with a
two-year commitment, as quickly as the LORD leads and provides.

Dear Brethren
As usual we continue to be very busy.

We would like to write more often, but the work of ministry, the additional time that "ordinary" activities take, plus our ongoing computer
problems make this a challenge. Yet in all this, it is good that we are busy and that God is using us! [2Cor. 4:8 We are troubled on every side,
yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in despair;|

This update will serve both as a mid-winter and year-end update.

We continue to be the only reformed church planting work, and one of only three Protestant churches, in all of Montenegro. This is particu-
larly significant because although we had a number of missionaries come into Montenegro and go to the coast, a significant number of them
have now left or are leaving so the overall Christian missionary presence is going down.

Student work

We now have a brother from Serbia helping us reach out to college students. After many years we have restarted a student Bible study
(actually held in the student dorm) and we are seeing a number of students showing up. This is exciting! Please pray that they would receive
the Gospel and start coming to our regular worship services.

Broader ministry

In addition to our main ministry in Niksic (seeing the church here grow), we have also been blessed to have a broader ministry throughout
Montenegro and the former Yugoslavia. I have visited a number of isolated believers to encourage them as well as participated in leading
seminars at a good, evangelical seminary in Croatia.

Hospitality and hosting

We have a large number of people coming to us and spending time with us in our home; while with us, these believers (mainly) and unbeliev-
ers (sometimes) see a biblically ordered family life and church life—often, surprisingly, for the first time.

Some of the visitors we've had in various capacities include: Adam and Dave (1 month); Nemanja (2.5 months); Sport Camp outreach in Nik-
sic (2 weeks); Dutch Christian touring group (1 week), team from World Race (several weeks), and a college team from a bible college in Hun-
gary (1 week), plus many individuals.

Christmas Outreaches

Every year we have had extensive Christmas outreaches which have two focal points: Christmas gift package distribution (which we receive
from Samaritan's Purse) and evangelistic Christmas worship services. This year (for the first time) we distributed packages to children at our
facilities following a program where we clearly explained who Jesus is and what His birth was all about. After several years of handing out
these boxes, this year, for the first time, we've seen some recipients (a couple of moms and three teen boys) at our ongoing worship ser-
vices. Please pray that those who came would continue to come and look to Christ.

"We love him because he first loved us." -1 John 4:19

There is no light in the planet but that which proceeds from the sun;
and there is no true love to Jesus in the heart but that which comes
from the Lord Jesus himself.

From this overflowing fountain of the infinite love of God, all our
love to God must spring. This must ever be a great and certain truth,
that we love him for no other reason than because he first loved us.
Our love to him is "the fair offspring" of his love to us.

Cold admiration, when studying the works of God, anyone may have.
But the warmth of love can only be kindled in the heart by God's
Spirit.

How great the wonder that such as we should ever have been
brought to love Jesus at all! How marvelous that when we had re-
belled against him, he should, by a display of such amazing love, seek
to draw us back. No! never should we have had a grain of love to-
wards God unless it had been sown in us by the sweet seed of his love
to us.

Our love, then, has for its parent the love of God shed abroad in the
heart: but after it is thus divinely born, it must "be divinely nour-
ished".

Love is an exotic-- it is not a plant which will flourish naturally in
human soil, it must be watered from above. Love to Jesus is a flower
of a delicate nature, and if it received no nourishment but that which
could be drawn from the rock of our hearts it would soon wither.

As love comes from heaven, so it must feed on heavenly bread. It
cannot exist in the wilderness unless it be fed by manna from on

Love must feed on love. The very soul and life of our love to God is
his love to us.

"I love you, Lord, but with no love of mine, For I have none to give;
I love you, Lord; but all the love is yours, For by your love I live.
I am as nothing, and rejoice to be Emptied, and lost, and swallowed
up in you."

If Christ has our love he has our all; and Christ never has what he
deserves from us, until he has our love. True love withholds nothing
from Christ, when it is sincerely set upon him. If we actually love
him, he will have our time, and he will have our service. He will have
the use of all our resources, and gifts, and graces. Indeed, then he
shall have our possessions, and our very lives, whenever he calls for
them.

In the same way, when God loves any of us, he will withhold nothing
from us that is truly good for us. He does not hold back his own only
begotten Son, Rom.8:32. When Christ loves us, he gives us every-
thing we need-- his merits to justify us, his Spirit to sanctify us, his
grace to adorn us and his glory to crown us. Therefore, when any of
us love Christ sincerely, we lay everything down at his feet, and give
up all to be at his command and service. "...they did not love their
lives so much as to shrink from death." Rev. 12:11.

Were I to define a Christian, or rather to describe him at large, I know of no text I would choose, sooner than Galatians 5:17, "The sinful na-
ture desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are in conflict with each other—so that
you do not do what you want."

A Christian has noble aims—which distinguish him from the bulk of mankind. His leading principles, motives, and desires—are all supernatu-
ral and divine. Could he do as he desires—there is not a angel before the Eternal Throne, that would excel him in holiness, love, and obedi-
ence! He would tread in the very footsteps of his Savior, fill up every moment of time in His service, and employ every breath in His praise!

This he would do—but, alas! he cannot! Against these spiritual desires, there is a contrary desire and working of a corrupt nature, which
meets him at every turn! He has a beautiful copy set before him in the Scriptures—he is enamored with it, and though he does not expect to
equal it, he writes carefully after it, and longs to attain to the nearest possible imitation. But indwelling sin and Satan continually jog his
hand, and spoil his strokes!

Therefore, the most spiritual and gracious people confess themselves as vile and worthless! One eminent branch of our holiness, is a sense of
shame and humiliation for those evils which are only known to ourselves, and to Him who searches our hearts!

In proportion as the Lord enables you to live more simply upon the blood, righteousness, and grace of the Mediator—you will possess a more
stable peace. The nearer you are brought to Him—the more lively sense you will have of your vileness and worthlessness; and your continual
need of Him. Thereby your admiration of His power, love, and compassion, will increase from year to year.
